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Our Psychosocial Rehabilitation (PSR) program provides structured, skill-based group services for adults

with intellectual and developmental disabilities (IDD) and co-occurring mental health diagnoses. The

program is designed to strengthen emotional regulation, social functioning, coping strategies, and daily

living skills to promote greater independence and community integration. We have currently 6 different

groups running at various times throughout the week and are currently open for referrals on our website.

PSR groups focus on building practical, real-life skills through therapeutic activities, guided discussion,

and structured interventions. Participants work on areas such as communication, problem-solving, stress

management, vocational skills, self-advocacy, daily living skills, and behavioral regulation.

Services are individualized within the group setting to align with each person’s treatment goals and

support plan. Our team collaborates closely with therapists, behavior specialists, residential providers, and

support systems to ensure coordinated care and measurable progress.

The PSR program provides a safe, supportive environment where individuals can practice skills, build

confidence, and work toward increased stability and independence.
